 The Egyptian army was very complex in its time. From the earliest wooden clubs to bows and arrows from the land of Nibia. The Egyptian army had many early weapons that are still used today such as spears, clubs, throwing sticks, daggers, bows, arrows, maces, and shields. In the time of the Old Kingdom the semi circle axe was created and in the New Kingdom scimitars or sickle swords were invented. The army consisted of bowmen, swordsmen, spearmen, clubmen, and slingers. The ancient bowman used wooden bows and stone, copper, and bronze. The ancient spear men used wooden poles with copper and bronze arrow heads tied to the top of the pole. Also the swordsmen used bronze scimitars and long swords in the Old Kingdom to the New Kingdom.





  There were many fortresses in ancient Egypt, but one of the greatest was Buhen. Buhen was built in the twelfth dynasty over the rule of Senostris the third. The fortress was one of the bigger forts on the Nile. Buhen was one of seven forts on the Nile and they are named Mirgissa, Shalfok, Uronarti, Askut, Dabenarti, Semna, and Kumma. All of the forts were near each other if there was an attack to one of the fortresses. The chain of forts was one hundred fifty miles of the west bank of the Nile.
